Journal of Andorra

Friday September 26, 2008 

 

Today we woke up early to drive up 
the mountain to the paddock area. It 
was about an 18 km drive op a winding 
road with huge drop-offs on one side. 
When we got there, we found the 
Team U.S.A. tent and all of the riders 
prepping their bikes. Louise and Sarah 
were going to ride the Women’s World 
Round. We decided that it would be a 
good idea for me to ride it too for prac-
tice and to get used to the bike and the 
terrain. We signed up just in time be-
cause a few minutes later I was riding 
my bike up on stage to pick up my 
score card. It wasn’t until I rode the 
first section when I realized how much 
different the bike was compared to my 
bike at home. For one, it was a Gas 
Gas 250 while at home I have a 280 so 
it was noticeably different. Also, being 
up on top of a mountain with the 
change in altitude weakened the bike’s 
power somewhat. However, halfway 
through the first loop I started getting 
used to the bike and my scores got a 
little better. The second loop was bet-
ter than the first, but I was getting tired 
so I didn’t ride as well as I would have 
liked to. About half of the sections 
were ride-able while the rest were 
pretty tough because they were either 
slippery or technical. Nonetheless, I 
was happy to have finished my first 
World Round. I’m looking forward to 
riding the Women’s TdN tomorrow. 

 

Saturday September 27, 2008 

 

Today we drove up to the paddock 
area once again. We got the bikes 
gassed up and checked the tire pres-
sure and got ready for the big event. 
Louise, Sarah, and I wore matching 
riding outfits and team U.S.A. helmets. 
We rode up onto the stage to get our 
score cards then a swarm of European 
photographers took pictures of our 
team. We got to the first section and I 
was relieved to see that the sections 
were toned down slightly from yester-
day.  

 

We each rode the section, but only the 
two lowest scores out of the three 
counted according to the TdN rules. So 
we worked as a team and tried to 
make up for each other’s mistakes. 
One of the biggest problems was tim-
ing out because you only have one 
minute and some sections were pretty 
long so you had to try to avoid getting 
stuck. Most of the sections were simi-
lar to the New England advanced level 
while some were more like expert. 
There were a couple sections that 
were nearly impossible and you were 
riding well if you got a three.  

The sections included streambeds, soft 
pine needles, bumble rocks, and rock 
outcroppings.  

The loop was both fun and tiring with 
paved mountain roads, a long steep 
uphill, and a really long downhill with a 
drop-off on the left the whole way 
down. We finally finished and ended 
up in 7

th
 place and only two points be-

hind Australia. It was a great team ef-
fort and I think we rode really well. I 
had a lot of fun and the whole experi-
ence has made me want to keep im-
proving to become a better trials rider. 
I would like to thank our sponsors Spe-
cialty Welding Machine, Tucker Rocky 
Distributing, Amsoil, and everyone 
from N.E.T.A. for all their support.
